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Golden rules that I will remember….


* Make more comments and think carefully about when to ask a question


* Look for new vocabulary in the illustrations as well as in the written text


* Encourage children to join in with noises and repetitive language in the story


* Encourage children to talk about the story and make connections with their life experiences  


   and interests 


* Give children lots of time and space to respond 


* Listen to what the children are communicating and respond to this


* To ‘go with the flow’ and let the children lead
